G. OLD BUSINESS 
 

1.  Election Commission 

 

a. Revised Request to Purchase New Express Voting Machines 

 

Election Commission Chairman Danny Klein brought a new quote for 60 express vote machines 

and 60 express vote printers.  He said this will allow the precincts with split ballots to have the 

machines.  Supervisor Caldwell said this is a real advantage for split precincts so the citizens will 

be sure to get the correct ballot.  Mr. Klein affirmed and said the machine codes the ballot and 

prints the correct one.  He informed the Board that during the last election when there was a 

difference of 14 votes between candidates; that was a split precinct, but they had used the 

express vote machines so they knew there was no human error.   

 

Supervisor Medlin asked if the $253,000 was the total or if the warranties were in addition to 

that.  Mr. Klein stated the post warranty prices were to show what the cost would be after the 

first year.  He stated the first year warranty is included in the $253,000.  Mr. Klein reminded the 

Board that the HAVA money available is over $280,000 and that will reimburse the County for 

the purchase.  He said the County has been very fortunate over the years that, between the LLC 

money and HAVA money, there has been no money out of pocket for election equipment. 

 

Supervisor Caldwell asked if the extra workers expenses will come from the CARES Act.  Mr. 

Klein said they have been told that; and that will be in next year’s budget.  Mrs. Lynchard asked 

if that was for sure that the State would cover it. Mr. Klein affirmed. 

 

Supervisor Medlin asked if the express vote machines were a sole source purchase.  Mr. Nowak 

stated it has been in the past as they are the only machines that work with the existing equipment 

and the staff has been trained on them.  Mrs. McLeod stated she will have to get the sole source 

form for the equipment from Mr. Klein.  She also noted that the privacy screens were not on the 

previous quote and that they might not be sole source.  

 

Supervisor Lee Caldwell made the motion and Supervisor Mark Gardner seconded the motion to 

approve the sole source purchase, contingent on receiving the sole source affidavit; finding that 

the express vote machines and printers are the only brand that is compatible with the Election 

Commission’s current equipment and that the election workers have been trained on this 

particular equipment.

b. Request to Purchase Protective Shields for Polling Locations 

Mrs. Lynchard reminded the Board that they had seen a quote for $149 each for protective 

shields to be used to separate the poll workers from the voters.  She stated Supervisor Denison 

found an alternative source that costs $70 for raw wood and $76 each for painted wood.  Mr. 

Klein stated he felt they were moving into an era that these shields would be used for years to 

come.   

Supervisor Caldwell asked if the bailiffs could wear face shields as they are not behind the 

tables.  Supervisor Gardner said EMA had a lot of those.  Supervisor Caldwell said they will 

check with EMA as the Election Commission will need about 80. 

Supervisor Medlin asked what the total cost of the shields would be.  Supervisor Denison said it 

would be about $20,520 at $76 each.  Supervisor Caldwell thanked Supervisor Denison for 

finding this company and getting the quotes to save the taxpayer’s money. 

Supervisor Medlin asked if the people that delivered to the polling locations would charge more 

to add the shields to their delivery.  Mr. Klein said it would probably depend on if it made them 

have another trip to each location. 

Mrs. Lynchard asked the Board to approve a budget amendment.  She stated there is money in 

the Election Commission budget because they did not have a runoff election. 

Supervisor Ray Denison made the motion and Supervisor Lee Caldwell seconded the motion to 

approve the purchase of 270 protective shields and approve a budget amendment of $20,520 

finding the same to be the lowest and best competitive quote.

2. Ingrams Mill Road Bridge Replacement Advertisement Request – Signature Required 

 

Supervisor Medlin asked if this was for one or two bridges.  Mr. Huffman stated this is for the 

bridge west of the canal and the other one will follow later.  Supervisor Medlin asked the 

estimated cost.  Mr. Huffman stated it is roughly $1.8 million. 

 

Supervisor Denison asked if the existing bridge was timber.  Mr. Huffman stated the pilings are 

not, but the abutments are.  He stated this bridge replacement will require roughly a 90-day road 

closing.  He noted this step is just permission to bid. 
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Supervisor Jessie Medlin made the motion and Supervisor Michael Lee seconded the motion to 

approve the bid documents and to authorize Waggoner Engineering to advertise for bids for the 

Ingrams Mill Road bridge replacement and authorize the Board President to sign.

3. DCIP Grant Proposal Resolution Approval 

Mr. Huffman stated this is the Defense Community Infrastructure Program grant for Star 

Landing Road segment 2 that is due on June 26, 2020.  He stated a resolution of 

acknowledgement from the Board is a required part of the proposal packet.  

Supervisor Medlin asked how long a stretch of road this was.  Mr. Huffman said it is roughly 

7/10 of a mile and about a $10 million to $11 million project.  He suggested applying for a 50/50 

cost share which is most competitive; and reminded the Board that currently they have $4 

million to $5 million budgeted.  Mr. Huffman stated the biggest issue is drainage and that is 

pretty significant.  He said they are expecting the soil conditions to be unfavorable because it is 

in a low area; and he noted that the road has to have a median. 

Supervisor Caldwell stated this is part of the Star Landing project that has been planned for years 

that had green spaces in the median.  Mr. Huffman agreed and said it is fully urbanized; curb and 

gutter on both sides, 4-lane median divided.  Supervisor Denison said it was more like a 

boulevard and asked if there would be irrigation considered for the green space.  Mr. Huffman 

stated they will have to discuss that as they get closer.   

Mr. Huffman stated there will be 3 curb cuts along this section.  He stated the long-term issue is 

at Gwynn going north because of the E911 tower.  He stated the other cuts will be 800 feet east 

and west.  Supervisor Caldwell stated they discussed the curb cuts a lot and came up with a good 

plan.  She stated she submitted the narrative on LRG and General Boyle’s letter of approval; and 

Mr. Huffman confirmed that he got those.   

Supervisor Lee Caldwell made the motion and Supervisor Michael Lee seconded the motion to 

authorize Waggoner to submit the resolution and proposal for a 50/50 cost share on Star Landing 

Road segment 2 based on $10 million to $11 million.

4. Craft Road Widening Entergy Utility Agreement – Signature Required 

Supervisor Medlin asked if this was going south of Bethel Road and Craft Intersection toward 

the school.  Mr. Collins Simpson affirmed.  He stated that he and Mr. Scott Young had 

confirmed with Entergy to verify pole locations.  He said the majority of the existing poles are in 

a private easement and the County has to pay to have them relocated.  Supervisor Medlin asked 

why they didn’t put them out of the proposed right of way if that road might widen.  Mr. 

Simpson said Entergy attempted to but had issues obtaining a private easement outside of the 

proposed right of way and if they are in the right of way it does not cost the County to move 

them in the future.  Mr. Simpson stated the cost share is just over $115,000 and that $125,000 

was the original estimate for about 9 or 10 poles.  Supervisor Medlin asked if the work would 
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start this summer.  Mr. Simpson said they hope to start soon; but they have 1 or 2 parcels 

pending.  Mr. Huffman noted they will be able to keep the road open while working.

b. Updates 

 

Mr. Davis handed out a chart showing the number of COVID cases are steadily going up.  He 

noted there is usually a down tick on the weekends as private labs don’t usually report then.  He 

stated the County is up to 165 active cases, which is the highest we have seen with the highest 

one-day total at 171.  He pointed out that the 7-day trend went from 138 cases to 159 cases; and 

the 14-day trend went from 122 cases to 178 cases.  He said DeSoto County has seen 13 deaths. 
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Mr. Davis noted that the long term care facilities are all clear at this time. 

 

Supervisor Medlin asked if the requirements for being tested had loosened.  Mr. Davis stated you 

still have to have symptoms or have been exposed.  Supervisor Medlin asked if the hot weather 

had not helped as anticipated.  Chief Olson stated the hot weather came when everyone was 

intermingling, so it really did not help. 

 

Mr. Davis stated this virus is not like any other we have ever seen.  He said the agencies are not 

in agreement on many things.  Mr. Davis said all agree that we will see an incline over the 

summer, but there is no way to really know.  Supervisor Denison asked about hospitalizations.  

Mr. Davis stated there are 37 total with 11 in ICU in the 2 DeSoto County hospitals.  He said the 

hospitals are below peak, but still a concern.   

 

Supervisor Denison asked if the virus weakened as it mutated.  Mr. Davis stated the consensus 

now is that the virus is not mutating; it just affects different people differently.  Supervisor 

Denison asked if you can get the virus twice.  Mr. Davis said there are differing opinions on that.  

He said Italy says they have people getting it twice that had mild original cases.  Chief Olson 

said the State does not have data on that. 

 

Supervisor Gardner noted that 4 long term care facilities had a total of 13 cases with 4 deaths.  

Mr. Davis affirmed and stated they are all clear now.  He said the long term care facilities in the 

county have done a great job of preventing and/or containing the virus.   

 

Supervisor Gardner commended the Sheriff and Commander Wicker for keeping COVID out of 

the jail.  Sheriff Rasco said it has helped having Dr. Thompson there.  He said they test new 

intakes and put them in a separate pod as a precaution. 

 

Chief Olson stated the Department of Health is planning ahead in case a vaccine becomes 

available.  He said EMA is working on a plan in case the State opens up a drive through 

vaccination station. 

 

Chief Olson also stated they had another mask giveaway Saturday.  He said they gave out 27,450 

in all areas; but he did not have Olive Branch’s numbers.  He said the unincorporated areas ran 

out faster than the cities.  Chief Olson stated they gave out 50,800 at the first giveaway.

8.  Corps of Engineers Flood Study 

Mrs. Lynchard stated the committee was not quite satisfied with what the Corps is proposing at 

this time and they are working with them to change the area of study to include the whole 

county.  Supervisor Medlin asked if another person was in charge.  Supervisor Caldwell 

affirmed.  She said the committee was surprised because the Corps totally shifted their focus to 

the other side of the County.  She informed the Board that the solution for the Horn Lake area 

was to raise 170 parcels; and the committee told the Corps the County is not going to do that and 

that the main concern was for the roads in the County.  She stated they will be meeting again this 

week. 

Supervisor Gardner said he missed the meeting; but he thought they should meet with Eddie 

Belk and tell him this flood study is a disappointment.  He noted a new commander will be 

sworn in over the MS Valley District at the end of this month and it might be good to try and 

have a conversation with her.   

Supervisor Medlin said he was concerned that the County put up a lot of money and the Corps 

did not look at Camp Creek or things like that.  Supervisor Gardner said they may need to talk 

with Congressman Kelly.  Supervisor Denison said Senator Wicker helped DCRUA with the 

Corps. 

Supervisor Caldwell said she felt the person to start with is Eddie Belk; but the county first has to 

get together what they are talking about.  She said there is a lack of communication.

He said that area has nothing to do with the 

drainage pipe.  He also said the dock is caving in where there was once a nice retaining wall that 

is now rotting.

Mr. Hopkins presented the Chatham-I269 Commercial Plaza application for rezoning of 
7.00 acres from Agricultural-Residential to C-4.

Supervisor Medlin stated that in the minutes from the Planning Commission Mr. Lawhon 
suggested that trees replace the rose bushes in the landscape plan, has this been 
addressed. Mr. Hopkins stated it will be addressed in the landscape plan they submit 
with design review.  
 
Mr. Gerald Chatham – 580 Fogg Road – came forward and stated that he feels that the 
location of the site being adjacent to the intersection for I-269,  the new residential 
construction in the surrounding area, and the recently approved subdivisions in the 
area, there has been substantial change and commercial zoning is the highest and best 
use of this property. Mr. Chatham gave highlights of the project to include a 
convenience store with gas pumps. He stated his home is very close to the site so he 
will want it to be a quality development. He then stated the neighboring properties are 
owned by his family members and he has spoken to them and they have no objections 
to the project. Supervisor Caldwell stated she would like for the project to be nice and of 
high quality and that she would like right of way to be included in the project for utilities 
and road widening. She stated the landscaping needs to be well designed.  
 
Supervisor Caldwell asked if this project only included a convenience store. Mr. 
Chatham stated the project includes 4 lots on the site and they are looking for a 
convenience store on one lot and feels the market will determine the type of businesses 
interested in the other lots. Mr. Hopkins stated the applicant has submitted a list of 
proposed permitted uses and read them from the application. Supervisor Gardner 
stated that they want developments that look nice and there is a rezoning recently 
approved on Hwy 301 for a C-store that has lighting that is not offensive to neighbors 
and is a high quality design.

b. Polk Lane Discussion 
 
Ms. Wanda Chancellor – 5765 Polk Lane – came forward and stated that Whispering Pines 
Subdivision has lots that range in size from 2 acres to 10 acres. She stated she is here today 
because when the rezoning for Legacy Park was approved there was to be a buffer between 
Legacy Park and Whispering Pines Subdivision that would remain. She stated the buffer has 
gone away because of the extension of Nail Road. She stated that the trees that were supposed 
to remain were removed to extend Nail Road. Ms. Chancellor stated that due to the lots being 
long and narrow the homes are not far from the side property lines. She stated that without the 
buffer they see the big warehouses from their homes and hear the noise from the warehouses. 
She then stated she asked Supervisor Medlin about the situation and he said the County is 
opening Polk Lane to get some traffic off of Goodman Rd. Ms. Chancellor stated she feels that 
opening Polk Lane is sacrificing their subdivision for warehouse traffic and doesn’t feel the traffic 
on Goodman Rd constitutes opening Polk Lane.  She stated she is concerned with the traffic 
through the subdivision.  
 
Ms. Susan Stanley – 583 Polk Lane – came forward and stated that she spoke with someone 
form Hillwood and they said they have nothing to do with the extension of the road and that the 
right of way was purchased from the White Family Trust. She then stated she does not feel the 
people in their area are being heard. She then sated they are asking for stewardship of 
preserving the tranquility of the neighborhood.  
 
Ms. Chancellor stated they are requesting a document be signed and recorded that states Polk 
Lane will never be open and that a cove with a curb be installed at the end of the subdivision 
side of the street and trees be planted. She asked how neighbors are notified when roads are 
going to be extended.  
 
Supervisor Medlin stated opening Polk Lane was his idea to relieve traffic on Goodman Road. 
He stated they have never hosted a neighborhood meeting about a road being built, there is a 
need for an east/west section line road which Nail Road will addres. He then explained Polk 
Lane was opened before to access those lots in Whispering Pines before Whispering Pines Dr 
was built at which point Polk Lane was closed.  Supervisor Medlin stated Sanders Farm PUD 
was approved in about 2000 with a condition that 53 feet of Right of Way would be dedicated 
along Polk Lane to the south and that curb and gutter would be installed along Polk Lane. He 
stated that Polk Lane would have been extended 18-20 years ago if this development would 
have begun.  He stated the County wants Nail Road and Polk Lane for cars not 18 wheeler 
traffic. Supervisor Medlin stated that part of the job of the Supervisors is to make sure traffic 
moves, not to inconvenience neighbors.  
 
Ms. Chancellor stated that the neighbors feel their street will be used as a short cut to Hwy 78 at 
shift change for the warehouses.  
 
There was discussion of truck routes from Hwy 78. There was discussion of possible signs that 
could be installed to help with the type of traffic on the road.  
 
Supervisor Gardner discussed the Board’s responsibility to move traffic and stated that a news 
conference with all the major news stations was held a few years ago discussing road projects. 
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He stated with all the new homes being built in DeSoto County more roads are needed to keep 
traffic moving. He then stated that to address the request for a recorded document, this Board 
could not bind a future Board from making decisions for what is needed at the time. Supervisor 
Gardner stated that traffic engineers and experts know what changes are needed to reduce 
traffic.  
 
You’Sef Abdel-Jaber – 5825 Polk Lane - came forward and stated that he is concerned with 
increased traffic and decreased traffic safety. He stated he is concerned with the traffic from the 
warehouse due to speeding. He feels that opening Polk Lane will take away the ability of the 
neighbors to walk in the neighborhood and ability of the neighbors to ride horses in the 
neighborhood.  
 
Supervisor Medlin stated the neighbors may want to use the Polk Lane extension to Goodman 
Road. 
 
Supervisor Caldwell stated she is concerned about the buffer. She stated she understood that 
Legacy Park was planting the trees and providing a buffer on their property. Supervisor Denison 
stated that he is also concerned about the buffer and feels the Board needs to protect the 
established developments when new developments are approved.  
 
Stanley Shoemaker – 2840 Polk Lane – came forward and had the following concerns: 

¶ Traffic cutting through from Marshall County 

¶ There are blind curves 

¶ Truck traffic 

¶ Number of trucks at Legacy Park have to have somewhere to park and 
concerned will park on Polk Lane 

¶ Trash being thrown out in the neighborhood 

¶ Does not feel will relieve traffic on Goodman Road 

¶ Feels there will be warehouse traffic through the neighborhood 

¶ Feels natural waterway is being disturbed 

¶ Flash flooding 
 
Mr. Tracy Huffman explained that the stormwater permitting will have to be approved by the 
Corp of Engineers. He explained that all the trees were not cleared to the property line for the 
road extension.  
 
Mr. Bob Jarman stated he met with Mr. Hughes and it was determined that the clearing of the 
trees was not on Mr. Hughes’ property.  
 
Mr. Hopkins explained the buffer requirements for the project.  
 
Mary Moncrief – 11998 Whispering Pines – came forward and had the following concerns: 

¶ Increased trash 

¶ Decreased property values 

¶ Truck traffic 
 
Supervisor Gardner stated that when Legacy Park was approved in 2014 the neighbors said if 
approved it would decrease their property values and the property values have increased due to 
the market demand.  
 
Supervisor Medlin stated that when Sanderson Farms PUD was approved it was mentioned that 
Nail Road was a section line road and would need to be connected. He stated that the County is 
not building a road for truck traffic they are building a road for the public to relieve traffic on 
Goodman Road.  
 
Carrie Jabber – 2558 Polk Lane – came forward and had the following concerns: 

¶ Will have funnel traffic from Marshall County/Hwy 178 to the warehouses 

¶ Pedestrian safety, feels there needs to be sidewalks 
 
Supervisor Medlin stated that he is not sure of the width of Polk Land but when it is repaved the 
County could trench on both sides to give an extra couple of feet on both sides of the road.  
 
Supervisors Caldwell stated that safety is paramount and they will look into this.

Chapel Woods  (7454) - Application is for Preliminary 
Subdivision approval of 164 lots on 142.54 acres, east side of 
Malone Rd and west side of Holly Springs Rd in Section 26, 
Township 3, Range 7 and is zoned R-30 (District 5) 
Applicant: Butch Davis 
 

Mr. Hopkins presented the Chapel Woods application for preliminary subdivision 
approval of 164 lots on 142.54 acres. Mr. Greg Smith was present to represent the 
application. 
 
Supervisor Medlin stated this came in initially as a residential overlay but neighbors 
opposed the application and wanted the development to be straight R-30. Mr. Hopkins 
stated that was correct. Supervisor Medlin asked how many lots are in the proposed 
development. Mr. Cardosi stated there are 164 lots. 
 
Mr. Greg smith stated there is one common space included in the development and that 
lot will include the stormwater detention. He stated it is in the very southeast corner and 
is the only area located in the flood.  
 
Supervisor Medlin asked how the development fit into the new Holly Springs Rd 
alignment. Supervisor Lee stated this development isn’t anywhere near the re-alignment 
location. 
 
Supervisor Caldwell asked who will be responsible to maintain the detention area 
located on the common open space. Mr. Smith stated it will be maintained by the HOA 
once it is turned over to them. Supervisor Caldwell asked how large the common space 
will be. Mr. Smith stated that it will be 5 acres and the majority of that will be the pond.  
 
Supervisor Lee stated the utilities will be underground and there should fencing 
between the homes and the airport.  
 
Supervisor Denison asked about the frontage and entrance on Malone Rd. He stated he 
feels there needs to be a sustainable fence, preferably masonry along Malone Rd. He 
asked if there is pedestrian connectivity. Mr. Smith stated that development is open 
ditch so does not think sidewalks are planned. Supervisor Denison asked what about a 
way for pedestrians to walk/bike without being in the road. He then stated that the 
County needs to encourage connectivity.  
 
Supervisor Lee stated the original plan was for a PUD like Supervisor Denison is talking 
about to not put a burden on taxpayers. He then suggested a walking trail around the 
lake. Supervisor Denison stated that someone needs to explain to the public why a PUD 
is a good idea, it gives the County away to implement/request amenities.  Mr. Hopkins 
stated when the original application was heard it was explained to the neighbors the 
benefit of a PUD, but the opposition did not like the lot sizes the amenities allowed for. 
He stated the developer then came back with an R-30 application without the amenities.  
 
Mr. Laughter stated the developer needs to be made aware that all stormwater permits 
have to be approved before work can begin.  
 
Supervisor Medlin asked if there was anyone to speak for or against this application.  
 
Theresa Merriweather – 4275 Malone Rd – came forward and had the following 
concerns: 

¶ The neighbors knew that it would be approved for some type of 
development and agreed on R-30 zoning 

¶ Increased traffic 

¶ Decreased traffic safety 

¶ No improved infrastructure for the number of lots 

¶ Want to make sure R-30 size lots are not the average size lots in the 
development 

¶ Overtaxing fire department 
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Supervisor Lee explained the Rapid Response Team and how they head to a call 
immediately.  
 
Ms. Merriweather stated that the community does not feel that they are being heard and 
that growth is happening too fast. Supervisor Gardner stated that the Board does try 
and make sure that development is done right and that the Board cannot let the 
community dictate what a person does with their property. Supervisor Lee stated the 
Board wants to maintain the quality of development to help maintain property values.  
 
There was discussion of traffic from the development form Malone Road to Holly 
Springs Road.  
 
Supervisor Lee made a Motion and Supervisor Caldwell seconded the Motion to 
approve the Chapel Woods application for preliminary subdivision approval of 164 lots 
on 142.54 acres.

Mr. Hopkins presented the Britt Subdivision, 1st Rev of Lot 4 for final subdivision 
approval of 2 lots on 7.89 acres. Mr. Nick Harris was present to represent the 
application.  
 
Supervisor Medlin asked if Charles Road splits the property. Mr. Cardosi stated that it 
does.  
 
There was discussion of right of way of Charles Road.  
 
Mr. Nowak stated that this was heard and approved by the Board of Supervisors but the 
decision was appealed to Circuit Court where the Board’s decision was reversed. Mr. 
Nowak explained the process. 
 
Mr. Harris stated he was trying to purchase the property and that the Vinson’s who 
appealed the decision were also wanting to purchase the property, but not at a fair price 
for the property. He stated that the Vinson’s concern with not wanting to sign the 
previously approved plat because of increased traffic but most of the traffic on the road 
comes from rental property owned by the Vinsons. He stated that Lot 5 was owned by 
the Vinsons and was subdivided into 3 lots. 
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Supervisor Caldwell asked if it was a conflict of interest for Mr. Keith Treadway to 
represent the Vinsons since he is a public defender for the County. Mr. Treadway stated 
it is not a conflict of interest. 
 
Mr. Keith Treadway came forward and stated he has been to Circuit Court to appeal this 
case and that the Board must determine affected and interested parties. He stated he is 
representing Quma and Anthony Vinson and feels that the Vinsons are adversely 
affected parties since Charles Road directly touches Lot 5 B that bends into Lot 4.  
 
Supervisor Medlin stated in his opinion that Mr. Darby would be the most affected as his 
property is directly adjacent to the property in question. He then stated that Charles 
Road separates lot 4 and lots 5 A, B, and C. 
 
Supervisor Caldwell asked why the Vinsons feel they will be adversely affected. Mr. 
Treadway stated because they feel the division of the lot will increase traffic on the road. 
Supervisor Medlin stated he does not feel 1 lot will cause more traffic.  Mr. Treadway 
stated that his clients are interested parties. Mr. Nowak stated they would have to be 
determined to be directly interested parties, not simply interested, or they may be 
adversely affected not just affected.  
 
Supervisor Denison asked if Mr. Treadway’s clients made an offer on Lot 4. Mr. 
Treadway stated the Vinsons did make an offer on the property. He stated they did so to 
make sure no one could build or develop the lot.  
 
Supervisor Caldwell stated that Lot 5 to the north was divided into 3 lots by the Vinsons 
and the neighbors signed the plat allowing the division for the Vinsons.  Mr. Treadway 
stated that is correct but at that time all neighbors in the subdivision were required to 
sign the plat and the Vinsons want this division to have the same condition. There was 
discussion of how the decision for Lot 5 division required signatures was made by 
Planning Staff at that time, not the Board. This Board now reviews plat amendments on 
a case by case bases with respect to the need for signatures. 
 
Supervisor Denison asked if there are any lots smaller than the proposed lots in the 
subdivision. Mr. Cardosi stated there is; Lot 5B is only 1.5 acres. 
 
There was discussion that there is no definition of “adversely” affected. Mr. Treadway 
stated that, in his opinion, any lot that touches Lot 4 is directly interested.  
 
Supervisor Medlin asked who the Board found as adversely affected parties for the 
recently approved division of Lot 40 in A. E Allison Subdivision. Ms. Quma Vinson 
stated they were not notified of that division either and have appealed that decision to 
the Circuit Court as well.  
 
Mr. Nowak asked if this division will change the right of way. Mr. Cardosi stated it will 
not change the right of way. Mr. Nowak asked if this division will change any common 
open space. Mr. Cardosi stated it will not change any common open space. Mr. Nowak 
asked if this division will change any easements or set back requirements. Mr. Cardosi 
stated it will not change any easements or set back requirements. Mr. Nowak asked if 
this division will change any of the permitted or prohibited uses within the subdivision. 
Mr. Cardosi stated it will not change any of the permitted or prohibited uses.  
 
Supervisor Gardner stated he does not feel the Vinsons are directly interested parties. 
He stated the Vinsons came to the meeting when this application was originally 
approved and stated they were disgruntled because they could not buy the property. 
 
Supervisor Lee made a Motion and Supervisor Gardner seconded the Motion to 
approve the Britt Subdivision, 1st Rev of Lot 4 for final subdivision approval of 2 lots on 
7.89 acres, finding that there are no adversely affected or directly interested parties with 
respect to the requested lot division as it will not affect setback lines, no common open 
space is affected, will not affect permitted uses on property, will not adversely affect 
access, will not increase traffic and keeps in general character of the area.
